TOPIC:3

MAKE THREAD BANGLES

Secure four to five metal bangles by sticking tape on two sides securely. This will give the new
bangle.

*Cut the embroidery thread with scissors.

*Put glue to the bottom of the bangle on the place where secured with tape.

*Now put the threads on top of it.

*Stick the embroidery thread and start rolling it along the bangle till a particular length.

*Insert glass beads in contrasting colours and again roll the thread.Securely the glass bead is tied in
centre of the bangle

Again roll over the thread for the same length and insert a bead.
*Continue this process till the whole bangle get completed .

*Cut off extra threads if any and finish the bangle.

*Alternatively instead of thread,lace or ribbons can also be used in a similar fashion «
